· Inform

· Persuade

An on-target author’s purpose journal response follows the rubric:

· Use the title of the book in the first sentence.

· Write a topic sentence that identifies the author’s purpose—to entertain, to inform, or to persuade.
· Write at least two sentences giving reasons explaining why you made that choice.
· Write a supporting sentence giving at least one example from the text to justify each reason.
· Cite each example from the text with its page number. If you quote from the text, quote exactly and use quotation marks.

· Use sensible transition words.

· Write a concluding statement that supports the topic sentence.
· Write complete sentences that follow conventions of capitalization, punctuation, spelling, and grammar.
· Follow MLA format.
Outline of minimum paragraph:

topic statement—a sentence that presents your position
sentence with first reason why you make your claim

sentence of support with example from text (cite page number)

sentence with second reason why you make your claim

sentence of support with example from text (cite page number)

concluding statement—a sentence that sums up your position
