Visualization
We use visualization when we vividly imagine the story as we read it. We pay attention to descriptions and context clue to build a complex mental picture of

· characters 

· setting 

· actions

Indeed, we not only read the words the author writes—we see the movie inside our head as we read.

An on-target visualization journal response follows the rubric:

· Use the title of the book in the first sentence.

· Write a topic sentence that identifies the characters and setting and actions in the scene.

· Draw a detailed picture that clearly shows characters and setting and action of the scene. 
· Go beyond the most obvious information to a deeper level of analysis.

· Write a supporting sentence giving at least one example from the text to back up your description and analysis of each: the characters and setting and action. 

· Cite each example from the text with its page number. If you quote from the text, quote exactly and use quotation marks.

· Use sensible transition words.

· Write a concluding statement at the end.

· Write complete sentences that follow conventions of capitalization, punctuation, spelling, and grammar.

· Follow MLA format.

Outline of minimum paragraph:

topic statement—a sentence that presents your position
draw a detailed picture with characters, setting, and action
a supporting sentence with example from text for characters (cite page number)

a supporting sentence with example from text for setting (cite page number)
a supporting sentence with example from text for action (cite page number)
concluding statement—a sentence that sums up your position
