Reading Response Journal Choices

Making Predictions: Based on the information you’ve read so far, write a prediction about what could happen next. Use at least two details from the text to support your prediction.

Questioning: What questions do you still have after finishing this story? Record one or two questions you still have. Then predict what you think may happen using details from the story to support your prediction.

Connections: 
· Did anything from this story remind you of something from your own life? Describe your connection using an example from the text. Tell how this connection helped you understand the story.

· Did anything from this story remind you of another book or another character? Describe this connection using an example from the text. Then, explain how this connection helped you understand the story.

Visualizing: Choose a passage from the story that you are able to picture in your mind. Draw the picture and record the words/phrases (and page numbers) that helped you create that image. Write two or more sentences describing your visualization.

Setting: Describe the setting. Tell how and why the setting is important to the story. Use two details from the story to support your answer.

Vocabulary: Choose one word from the selection that you did not know. Explain how you figured out what it meant and then use it in a sentence.

Summarize: In your own words, please write a summary of the selection. Include at least three of the most important ideas from the story, in addition to a main idea sentence and a wrap up.

Cause and Effect: What problem does the main character face in this story? What are three events that happen as a result of this problem? OR
What problem does the main character face in this story? What are three steps the main character takes to solve the problem?

Inference: Choose an adjective that you think best describes the main character. Use two details from the story to support your choice.

Compare/Contrast: Choose two characters from the story. Give two details to show how they are alike OR two details to show how they are different. 
Fact vs. opinion: Does the author give facts in the text, opinions or both? Use evidence from the text to give two examples of facts or opinions or both. 

Synthesis: What is worth remembering from the story? Explain your ideas using information from the story. OR
If you had to choose another title for this story what would it be? Please use at least two details from the story to explain your choice.

Apply information: How might this story/selection be useful to somebody else? Who might find it useful? Use two details from the text to explain your answer.

Point of View: Is the story/text written in first or third person? How do you know? Use two details or examples to support your answer. 

Author’s purpose: What is the author’s purpose for writing this selection or passage? Use two details from the text to support your answer.

Theme/Message: State the theme or message of the selection/text. Use two details from the selection that support your theme.
